The image is a polychrome pine wood
carving depicting the evangelist Saint Mark
with his iconographic attribute: the lion. It
is part of The Denial of Saint Peter throne,
that includes figures of the evangelists
placed at its four corners. The official
unveiling and blessing of the throne took
place on April 16, 2011, during the
Brotherhood's annual Mass held at Santo
Domingo School.

MOST RELEVANT FEATURES:

The Denial of St. Peter float traveled to
Madrid in August 2011 to participate in the
Stations of the Cross presided over by His
Holiness Pope Benedict XVI on the
occasion of World Youth Day. It was the
only religious artwork from the Valencian
Community selected to be part of this event.
Considered one of the most original floats
in Orihuela's Holy Week celebrations, it
stands out for its distinctive artistic design,
which makes it a unique piece within
Orihuela's processional heritage.
